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Abstract

This review of the US fusion research program has two
parts. The first part surveys the plasma and fusion
research topics that are at the center of the present US
program. The second part discusses in more detail to
specific topics---the fusion-fission hybrid and the
possibility of thermal equilibrium confinement---in more
detail. The review assumes very little prior knowledge of
plasma physics or fusion research.
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
